
Tunbridge Wells Borough 
Council is working in partnership 
with your parish or town council 
to continue to bring the Civic 
Amenity Vehicle to your area.

To improve how we manage the 
recycling of your waste, we will now 
collect either garden (compostable) 
waste or domestic waste at 
alternate fortnightly or monthly visits. 
Previously when the collections were 
mixed, it contaminated the green 
waste and simply meant more went 
to landfi ll than was necessary.  As 
well as increasing the recycling in 
the borough, this change will reduce 
waste disposal costs for our residents.

The new timetable will complement 
your kerbside collection, which 
remains unchanged, details of what 
you can recycle can be found at 
tunbridgewells.gov.uk/recycle.
